Net Control Station Reminders:
1. The net is scheduled to start at 2030 hrs local time.  If several minutes pass without a NCS starting, be prepared to fill in and call the net if necessary.  If the scheduled NCS shows up late, you can then pass control of the net to that station.

2. One hour is allocated for the net.  Since this is a practice net, you have time to make short comments with check-ins concerning quality of their audio, signal strength, etc.   
3. Announcements should be repeated a couple of times during the net (mid and end) so late comers joining the net receive the information.

4. Use the current net script located on the SELARC site under ARES.  A copy will be sent to you on Sunday with your reminder. 

5. Please email the net report to KE5KMM@ARRL.NET with the following information within the following 24 hours.  This data has to be compiled for monthly reporting.

a. Date and time duration of the net. (Need the total number of minutes.)

b. Number of check-ins (QNI).   (As a reminder, always include yourself.)

c. List of Call-Signs with Name that actually checked into the net.

d. Items of traffic passed or handled.  Announcements.

6. Emergencies do not happen on schedule or at a convenient time, so we should always be prepared to activate the net whenever needed.  Keep your notes handy.

7. Keep secondary frequencies programmed or available at all times in case the primary repeater 147.000 (-600) (PL 107.2) is down.  Secondary frequencies are 145.130 (-600) with a 107.2 PL tone, 146.520 or 147.000 simplex.   

8. Additional NCS volunteers are always encouraged and welcomed.
